Canary Wharf is unique in terms of UK business parks
with over 900,000 sg m of office space and dominating
the east London skyline. The thriving business park
operates on a 24 hour basis to keep up to speed with
global activity. With over 55,000 people working there,
serviced by over 200 shops and restaurants, the
development has a potentially huge impact on the
environment and is a sizable force in the Capital's
business community.

With such a vast array of business activities and with parts of the site still under
development, estate manager, Canary Wharf Management Ltd (CWM), has many waste
issues to contend with from collection of waste electronics and hazardous waste to the
recycling of thousands of glass beverage bottles the business park generates every day.
As a signatory to the Mayor’s Green Procurement Code run by London Remade, CWM
is also committed to expanding the range of materials they buy which are recycled, from
stationery to building and construction materials.

Bywaters Recycling and Waste Management is contracted to handle the waste CWM is
responsible for, of which a massive 45% is recycled. CWM takes its environmental
performance very seriously and has a number of initiatives in place to help reduce the
estate’s impact on the environment and raise awareness of environmental issues with its
tennants.

Recycling services

The business park produces a total of 9,500 tonnes of waste per annum.
CWM has been operating a number of recycling services since 1995 and
recycling rates have increased year on year reaching 45% in January
2004.

Bywaters have designed recycling bins in the shape of Canada Tower to
encourage busy office dwellers to recycle.

Green Procurement

Canary Wharf Management Ltd has taken a number of steps to increase the
procurement of recycled products within its own offices and across the estate, closing
the recycling loop. By working with the Green Procurement Brokers at London Remade,
CWM is investigating the wealth of recycled alternatives available from toilet papers,
toner cartridges and office stationery to landscaping and construction materials.

Jubilee Park

Jubilee Park is the largest open space at Canary Wharf. It
includes a serpentine water feature and a pavilion
entrance to the new Jubilee Place shopping mall which is
situated below the park. Jubilee Place links the Jubilee
Line station and the shopping malls at Canada and Cabot
Place.

The gardens were designed by architects Jacques and
Peter Wirtz and incorporate peat-free compost from the
London Remade Organics Eco-Site in Havering.

Aside from waste and recycling issues — Canary Wharf Management Ltd is tackling
broader environmental impacts by applying for ISO 14001

Green Canary Day

To raise awareness of green initiatives within the estate and its workforce, CWM
organises an annual environmental day called ‘green canary day’. The event promotes
recycling, recycled products and local environmental groups and their activities in the
form of exhibitions in the main shopping centre. The aim of Green Canary Day is to link
local community groups and activities with the corporate world. On the day there are a
whole range of attractions including exhibition stands for recycling projects,
environmentally-themed entertainment and even a series of ecological walks.
